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LIBERIA TELECOMMUNICATIONS AUTHORITY 

APPLICATION REQUIREMENTS FOR SATELLITE COMMUNICATIONS LICENSE

All applications for a Satellite Communications License must comply with the following:

1. Submit a cover letter signed by the entity’s Chief Executive Officer (CEO) (or duly authorized representative), on the entity’s letterhead, indicating the type of Satellite Communications License(s) being applied for. The letter must provide contact details such as physical address, telephone numbers, web address, and email address.
2. Complete the LTA Satellite Communications License Application Form (LTA-1005-SCL) and submit it along with all other relevant information/documents as requested in the Form.	Comment by Chrim Robinson: LRD TO CONFIRM/ INSERT REFERENCE
3. Submit Articles of Incorporation issued by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Liberia.
4. Submit a valid Certificate of Business Registration from the Liberia Business Registry.
5. Submit an up-to-date Tax Clearance Certificate from the Liberia Revenue Authority, as may be applicable.
6. Pay non-refundable Application Fee, obtain and submit LTA official payment receipt.
7. Submit a Business Plan to include, Marketing, Technical, Operational and Deployment plans, covering but not limited to the following:
a. Information on your business financing, including sources of financial capital and anticipated/planned investment outlay
b. Describe the type of satellite communications service(s) you intend to provide, including terms of service offerings, tariffs, service packages/tiering, etc.
c. Details on your target market, projected subscribers, estimated revenue, estimates of annual traffic volumes per service type, business models, and general information on how you intend to market your service(s)/Marketing Plan
d. Detailed information on the satellite network/systems supplying capacity for your service(s) provisioning, including evidence of capacity agreements/SLAs; technical and operating parameters of network and end-user earth stations/terminals; redundancy plan should primary satellite capacity source(s) fail to function optimally; network data encryption and security systems and protocols; traffic metering, logging and billing platforms/protocols; mode of service delivery to end-user customers and any other relevant information which may be useful in helping the LTA process your application. 
e. Deployment/Implementation Plan detailing timelines and how you intend to bring your services to market.
8. Once an applicant meets all application requirements, and is considered by the LTA to be qualified for grant of a Satellite Communications License(s), the LTA may authorize a due diligence exercise at the expense of the Applicant. 

Note:
· An application is deemed complete (“Complete Application”) when the LTA receives the completed application form, the required supporting documents, and payment of Application Fee and issues a payment receipt. 
· The LTA shall, within six (6) weeks, notify an applicant of its decision regarding its application or request the submission of outstanding information/documentation if an application is incomplete.
· LTA will only process Complete Applications. Incomplete applications will be cancelled if not completed within 90 days following receipt by the LTA.
· All equipment considered components of or intended to be connected to an electronic communications system within Liberia must be type-approved by the LTA before they are activated or brought into use. 
· The LTA may require the inspection of network equipment/facilities within the territory of Liberia before they are put into operation.
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
